15:30-17:30 WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OF A GENDER-SENSITIVE PARLIAMENT?

In cooperation with EIGE

In national parliaments across the EU, women make up less than a third of
parliamentarians. This is bound to have an impact on the parliamentary decisions.
How can we even-up the balance and ensure meeting the needs of both the genders?
One way is to have more gender-sensitive parliaments. Parliaments are not only
institutions deciding about legislation, but also working places. Like any other
organisations, they have their own rules, customs and ways of working. A parliament
that can be called gender-sensitive is not simply about having a higher proportion of
women. A good example of a gender-sensitive parliament would be one that fosters
an environment that encourages more women to choose a career in politics and
welcomes theiradvancement to the top levels of decision-making, across a wide range
of portfolios. The European Institute for Gender Equality (EIGE) has developed a tool
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that helps parliaments to assess and monitor gender equality within their
organisations. This session will discuss the benefit of having a gender equal
parliament and how EIGE's tool can support such change in the European Union and
beyond to bring more gender equality. Join the discussion to find out what it takes to
become a leader in gender equality in the political sphere.
